“My commitment, and | have made it quite public, has been that we will
be releasing a position on military superannuation (the Podger Report) in
the next few weeks. | will be ensuring that that is there for the ex-service
community and the defence community to consider in the lead-up to the
next election. | am committed to doing that and the government is
committed to taking action.”

Still NO meeting with the PM. Even SA Premier Rann’s letter to the PM seems
to have had no effect
